Dr Frank G Simon started his leadership in the
pro-family movement as Treasurer of the Moral
Majority of Kentucky in 1979, when Jerry Fal-
well was in charge of the national Moral Majority.
Then in 1982-1985 he was President of Freedom
Foundation of Kentucky, when Pat Robertson was
in charge of the national group. In 1985-1993 he
was President of American Coalition for Tradition

Values, when Tim LaHaye was in charge of the
national group.
